4. SWBT identify who MLK is and his significance with 90% accuracy.

	Procedures:

Day 1: Review Martin Luther King Jr. by completing a storybook and answering comprehension questions. Show a video clip on Martin Luther King Jr.
Day 2:  Directions (Left, Right, Forward, Backward) Video
· Teacher will show a short video clip on directions. http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Vgyer0IauyQ 
· Teacher will review direction words Left, Right, Forward and Backward.
· Students will follow the directions on the video and do the movements.

· Teacher will introduce the new vocabulary words. North, East, South and West by drawing a compass rose on the board.

Day 3: Cardinal Directions using a clock

· Using a clock, students will identify the cardinal directions by reciting the numbers 12, 3, 6, 9.
· Teacher will label the classroom with the cardinal directions and students will hop and skip to the directions while playing Simon Says.
· Teacher will ask students how can we use cardinal directions on a map Show a map of the classroom. (drawing furniture locations to show North, East, South, West)
· What is to the North of the classroom?

· What is to the East of the classroom?

· What is to the South of the classroom?
· What is to the West of the classroom?
Day 4: Creating a map using cardinal directions
· Teacher will review cardinal directions by using the clock and students will create a map of the classroom by illustrating objects and labeling their paper using cardinal directions. http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=UeeLivQH7Ok
Day 5: Individual Assessment on Cardinal Directions.

Students will complete a worksheet on cardinal directions using a compass on the ipad mini. See attachment A.
