	Anticipatory Set:
· Review: ask students what plants need to survive. Answer: Water, sunlight, soil.

· Then ask students what they think humans need to survive. Use the needs poster and go over the pictures. Answer: Shelter, air, clothes, food, water

· Show the Wants poster and ask students to name things that they want.

1. Guiding Questions:

a. What is a want? 

b. Why is a need? 

c. Can we want something and still need it? 
 
	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT identify the things that humans need in order to survive with 90% accuracy.

2. SWBAT differentiate the difference between a need and a want with 90% accuracy.
3. SWBAT categorize wants and needs with 90% accuracy.

4. SWBAT apply concepts of wants and needs by creating a poster with 90% accuracy.

	Procedures:

Day 1: Class Discussion
· Show Poster of Needs 
· Name things that we need to survive before showing them the poster.
· Have students explain why we need those things to survive and where can we find them. 
· Independent Worksheet: Needs worksheet (Meal time)
Day 2:  Show poster of Wants
· Have students name things that they wanted for Christmas, birthday, etc.
· Have students explain why they like those things and ask them if they really need them to survive.
· Independent Worksheet: Wants worksheet (Happy cat)
Day 3: Sorting Wants and Needs
· Show video to help students understand the difference between a want and a need. (See website below)

· http://www.schooltube.com/video/1066f456ff8f4742878c/Wants-and-Needs
· Create a T table on a poster board with one side saying wants and the other saying needs. Cut up the wants and needs picture cards and have students paste them under the right category as whole class. Each student will get one picture and past it where they think it belongs

· Independent Worksheet: Sorting wants and needs worksheet

· Homework Worksheet: The next shopping trip
Day 4:  Shopping for wants and needs using coins
· Price certain items (food, clothing, school supplies, water etc.) in the classroom. (Only use coins like penny -1 cent, nickel- 5 cents, dime- 10 cents, and quarter-25 cents. Have students go shopping for things and let them determine if it is a want or a need.
· Explain to them that some things can be both like FOOD. Ice cream is a want and vegetables are a need.
· Independent Worksheet: A happy shopper
· Homework worksheet: Time to spend

Day 5:  REVIEW: Play wants and needs board game
· Divide students into groups of 2 and have them play the wants and needs board game for a review. (see board game worksheet)
· Guide students ands check to see if they are on task.
· Sing the wants and needs song to wrap it up. 
· Independent Worksheet: Family project see example.
