	Anticipatory Set:
1. What does it mean to put things in order? –Arrange things from beginning to end, first- second-third.
2) What sort of things can we put in order? – numbers, alphabets, events in a story, time (school schedule, morning-lunch-dinner, rules, etc.)
3) If Valentine’s Day is a time for love, think of a symbol that can we use to remember it?
- A heart 
4) How can we show someone that we love them?

- Hugs, kisses, love notes, say “I love you”, use helpful hands and words.


	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT recite the daily class schedule in chronological order with 100% accuracy.  
2. SWBAT retell a story in chronological order 80% accuracy.
3. SWBAT arrange the sequence of events in a story in order with 80% accuracy.
4. SWBT identify a Valentine’s symbol and explain why we celebrate it with 90% accuracy.

5. SWBT design a valentine’s card and construct a valentine’s craft with 80% accuracy.

	Procedures:

Day 1: Go over Chronological order- arranging events in order in which they occur.
· Discuss Sequencing ( arrange events in the story in order (first next then last)
· Discuss Timeline( daily class schedule 

· Activity: Read a story to the class; have them draw the sequence of events in order on a sheet of paper. Prepare ahead of time (Fold a piece of paper into 4 squares, label the squares 1, 2, 3, 4.) Students will illustrate the events of the book in the order in which they remember.
Day 2:  Chronological Order  (Past, Present, Future)
· Teacher will introduce the new vocabulary words past, present, future. 
· Teacher will explain that we can also use Past present and future in a timeline.
· Teacher will show pictures of how things have changed in the past to present. Students will predict what will happen in the future. (Ex: letters(house phone(cellphone, 
· Activity: Choose a favorite object, draw about what the item would look like and do when YOU  are an adult. 
· Make a model of what a current object would look like in the future. Be prepared to talk about  the new features of the object and how it has changed. 

Day 3: Valentine’s Day
· Teacher will show a short video read aloud storybook “Cliffford’s first Valentine’s Day”
· http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=LuKFwBjqQrY 
· Teacher will ask questions about the story using the vocabulary words about chronological order. 
· Students will start on their Valentine’s Craft. (Heart Butterfly) see attachment for template.
Day 4: Creating a Valentine’s Day Card and continue butterfly craft

· Things you may need: butterfly template, construction paper (red/pink) glue scissors, popsicle sticks, wiggly eyes, pipe cleaners  

· Listen and sing with the Heart song video http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=kgAx_sQ0mqE
Day 5: Valentines Dance

· Students will complete their valentine’s crafts and attend the Valentine’s Dance.
