4. Sing and dance to the holiday songs with 100% accuracy (Participate in the Christmas program).

	Procedures:
Day 1: Christmas Movie: The Snowman and the snowdog
· Students will watch a video about Christmas. They will ask and answer questions about the movie and name some Christmas symbols.

· Create 3D Snowman for independent work, 3D Christmas tree

Day 2: Read Aloud “The Night Before Christmas”

· The teacher will introduce the holiday using an eBook. The teacher will then ask questions about the book and ask students what happened first, next and last. 
· Create a Christmas coloring Mobile
Day 3: Video: Christmas around the world.

· Students will watch a video clip on how Christmas is celebrated around the world.
· Teacher will then ask students to draw what was their favorite way to celebrate Christmas and explain to the class.
· Continue Christmas coloring mobile if not yet finished.
Day 4 & 5: REVIEW: Symbols of Christmas and how they’re celebrated around the world and practice singing the song for the Christmas program!
· Create  3 to 4 different snowflakes crafts.

· Create a mosaic candle.—see attachment for instructions.

· Students will practice with conduct a dry run of the Christmas program with the entire team inside the cafeteria.
