Day 1: Word on the Street “Respect”

1. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=GOzrAK4gOSo
2. Review the Word on the Street and talk about examples of being respectful.
Day 2: Chrysanthemum Read Aloud 
1. Students will listen to the story “Chrysanthemum”
2. Discussion:
a. Talk with students about who the main characters are and the setting of the story. 
b. Talk about the conflict in the story and about how some characters were being respectful or disrespectful.
Day 3:  Respect Everywhere
1. Define Respect
a. How can we show respect in the classroom, library, cafeteria, playground, home, etc.

b. How can we show respect while using puzzles, games, toys, etc.

2. Have students illustrate “Respect” in a given environment.
