	Anticipatory Set:
Day 1: Teacher will ask “what do you call something that is half fish and half human?” answer: mermaid
Day 2 & 3: Teacher will show an example of a woven construction paper and ask students “what is the pattern?” answer: over and under
Day 4 & 5: Teacher will ask students “what is a hut?” answer: a small single-story building of simple or crude construction, serving as a poor, rough, or temporary house or shelter.


	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
· Define Chamoru: Chamoru people, are the indigenous peoples of the Mariana Islands
· Define Legend: a traditional story sometimes popularly regarded as historical but unauthenticated (not proven or validated).

· Construct a Chamoru Hut (2-3 days)

	Procedures:

Day 1

· Teacher will read the story of Sirena to the students.
· Teacher will ask students “What is the moral of the story”.
· Teacher will explain to students about the Chamoru people and Legends.

· Students will relate and discuss the moral of the story to their life.

· Students will work in pairs and create a short legend.
Day 2

· Teacher will show and example of a woven mat made of construction paper.
· Teacher will show students the pattern and guide them into explain the pattern (over, under)
· Teacher will help students create and weave their own mats.
Day 3

· Teacher will draw and example of a hut on the chalkboard and ask students what do they call that structure.
· Students will have a fieldtrip to one of the Chamoru teachers classroom to see an example of a hut (during Chamoru time)
· Students will draw and example of how they want to build their hut
Day 4

· Teacher will divide the students in groups of 2 or 3 and they will work together to construct a hut.
· Teacher will distribute the materials to create the hut. (popsicle sticks, glue, clay, leaves).
· Students will construct and build their own hut. 
Day 5
· Continue the construction of their hut.
