	Anticipatory Set:
- Questions: 5-10 minutes

1. What is the difference between a map and a globe? (show a map and a globe)
2. Explain to students that we can see the world in 2D (flat map) and in 3D (sphere globe)

3. Explain that different places on the map have their own flags. (show the Guam flag and the US flag.

4. Talk about the different cultures/diversities showing pictures of different people.

5. Ask about fairness and working together as a team. 

6. Explain the importance of United Nations Day.


	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT explain the difference between a map and a globe with 90% accuracy.
2. SWBAT illustrate 2 flags of the Unites Nations and compare the differences between them with 80% accuracy.
3. SWBAT construct a pyramid working in small groups using rubber bands and paper cups with 80% accuracy.
4. SWBAT design their own flag and explain it to the class with 80% accuracy.

5. SWBAT make observations as they travel to different classrooms to view the different countries chosen by each class with 80% accuracy.

6. SWBAT share their experience with the class and illustrate their favorite UN country with 80% accuracy.

	Procedures:
Day 1: 
1. Maps and Globes (30 minutes)
· The teacher will show the students a map and a globe.
· Teacher will use a T chart to draw/write the difference between the two.

· Teacher will explain that each place on the map/globe have their own flags. (show the Guam flag and the US flag)

· Teacher will use a T chart to draw/write the differences between the two.

Day 2
1. United Nations importance. (30 minutes)
· Explain to them why we celebrate United Nations day.

The goals of the United Nations are:

· to keep world peace

· to help countries get along

· to improve living conditions for people all over the world

and to make the world a better place.

· Have the children listen to the United Nations flag song. http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=d1rahaLQNSM
· Students will illustrate 2 flags and answer questions about each.

Day 3: 
1. Group activity: (30 minutes)
· Students will be divided into small groups of 3. They will demonstrate teamwork by creating a pyramid using rubber bands and Styrofoam cups.
· Students will share their experience and teacher will assess based on their performance.

· Students will color a United nations day worksheet.

Day 4: 
1. CREATIVITY FLAG and arts and crafts. (30 minutes)
· Students will create their own flag and share their creative ideas with the class.
· Students will construct a peace craft indicating teamwork around the world.

Day 5: 
1. REVIEW and Oral Assessment: (30 mintues)

· Quick review of maps and globes, United Nations day, the importance  of teamwork, and different cultures coming together in peace.
· Classwork/ Homework :Illustrate what peace/teamwork  looks like in the classroom or at home.
