	Procedures:

Day 1

· Teacher will write students definitions of a map on the board.

· Students will learn and sing the song “I’m the Map” song.
Day 2

· Teacher will show and example of a map.
· Teacher will help students draw a map of the classroom.
Day 3

· Teacher will show a map of the playground.
· Students will have a fieldtrip to the playground and draw a map of the playground / students will draw a map of the playground from memory.
Day 4

· Teacher will divide the students into 4 groups.  Each group will have a different map

· Teacher will give students a map of the classroom that leads to a hidden treasure.

· Students will interpret and read the map and locate the treasure in the classroom.  
Day 5
· Continue the treasure hunt activity from day 4.  Each group will get a different map.
