	Procedures:

Day 1: Introduction: What is a Globe?
· Class Discussion
· Define and display a globe to the students

· Review cardinal directions using the globe (N, S, E, W)

· Using a small object, move around the globe and allow students to determine which way the object is moving (N, S, E, W)

· Questions:

· What do you see on the globe? *land, water

· If you move up North, how do you think the weather will be like? South?

· Point out the equator and the 7 Continents
Independent Work: Paper Plate Globe
· Have students paint a paper plate blue and paste on the 7 continents
· Label N, S, E, W
Day 2:  Virtual Field Trip
· Students will participate in a virtual field trip using Google Earth

· Show the students Guam, point out UPI

· Point out the Continents
· Visit a place up North, down South, East and West location 
· Extra Time: Show them Disney Land, SeaWorld, Mt. Rushmore, Washington DC and other monumental/historical places 
Day 3: Review & Assessment
· Teacher will review vocabulary words and discuss this week’s topic.

· Independent worksheets to assess learning
