	Procedures:
Day 1: Veteran’s Day 
1. Video Presentation/Class Discussion (attached w/ email)
· “What kids are saying about America”

· Reflect on what the children were saying on the video. Allow students to answer the questions that were asked:
· What is Veteran’s Day?

· Why do we celebrate it?

· What is freedom?

· How to we get it?

· What flag is this? *Show American flag
· Ask the student’s what it means to them.

2. Hero Activity
· Explain the meaning of Veteran’s Day and why we celebrate it. Allow students to share if they know anyone in the military and what they are doing. 
· Have students do Hero worksheet and have a finished sample ready to display for those who need extra help.

Day 2- No School Veteran’s Day
Day 3: Cardinal Directions
1. Song
· Introduce cardinal directions through song. Post up signs before singing and have students point to a specific direction when it is mentioned in the song.
2. Directions Game

· Have a student start in the center of the classroom and give them a direction to move to. Continue until all students are in a specific area.
Day 4: Thanksgiving
1. Read A-loud or Media presentation (attached w/ email)
· Introduce Thanksgiving with a book or media clip. Prior to reading, ask students:
· Does anyone know what Thanksgiving is?

· Why do we celebrate it?

· What symbols/pictures do we see when we are celebrating Thanksgiving? 

2. Independent Activity

· Pass out Thanksgiving worksheet.

Day 5: The Voyage on the Mayflower
1. Cardinal Directions Review

· Review cardinal directions and using a globe and a small object representing the Mayflower, show students how the Pilgrims traveled from Europe to America. 
· Ask students if they know what direction they were traveling.

2.  Sequencing Activity
· Have student’s complete sequencing activity about the Mayflower voyage.
