	Anticipatory Set:
1. I Spy – Icebreaker
Play a traditional game of "I Spy," describing the visual characteristics of an item in the classroom. For example, you might say, "I spy something big and yellow." 
Children can ask questions about the item until someone guesses what it is. Continue playing the game, inviting volunteers to spy other objects for their classmates to guess. 

2. Five Senses Song
 (Tune: Where is Thumbkin) 

 Five senses, five senses 
 We have them. We have them. 
 Seeing, hearing, touching, 
 Tasting and smelling. 
 There are five. There are five. 

I point to the parts of the body as I sing the song. The kids love it, know their 5 senses and their parts of the body that correspond to each sense.
	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT identify to compare and contrast which sense(s) they use for each object. with 90% accuracy.
2. SWBAT Name which body part corresponds to a sense with 90% accuracy.
3. SWBAT create a Five Senses journal with 90% accuracy.
4. SWBAT recall information from the story and explain what happened with 85% accuracy.

	Procedures:

Day 1: Introductory Activity
Use a simple drawing to introduce children to the five senses. 
• 

On the board or a large piece of chart paper, draw a stick figure without eyes, ears, mouth, nose, or hands. 

• 

Ask children to think about the important features that the person is missing. 

• 

Prompt them to suggest that the figure needs eyes. 

• 

Follow the same procedure and add ears, nose, mouth, and hands. 

• 

Explain that seeing, hearing, smelling, tasting, touching, and feeling are the five senses. Tell children that people use their senses to learn about the world. 

Have students create “senses mask”
Day 2: Sensory Centers
1. Organize a sensory center for each of the five senses. 

• 

Sight: Display a small tray with 5-10 items on it. (Items might include a leaf, cotton ball, rock, crayon, and rubber band). Let students study the tray. Then cover the tray and challenge each child to draw the items they saw on the tray. 

• 

Sound: Fill 12 or more small boxes with small items such as paper clips, rice, pebbles, pennies, and marbles. Each box should have a plastic-egg "partner" with the exact same items in it. Children can shake the eggs and listen carefully to find each egg's partner. 

• 

Smell: Fill brown envelopes with items such as cinnamon, potpourri, vinegar, perfume, garlic, and coffee beans. Encourage students to identify and describe the smells without looking into the envelopes. 

• 

Taste: Show a diagram of the tongue with the sections marked for sour, salty, sweet, and bitter tastes. (back: bitter tastes; sides: sour tastes; tip: salty and sweet tastes)
See Your Sense of Taste: http://tqjunior.thinkquest.org/3750/taste/taste.html for reference. Give children their own drawings of the tongue and have them draw sour, salty, sweet, and bitter foods in the appropriate section. 

• 

Touch: Put a variety of items under a towel for children to feel (pine cones, sandpaper, rocks, leaves, velvet, feathers, sponges, leather, wax paper, bubble wrap). Then have them identify and describe the texture of each object. 
2. Have students complete touch worksheet
Day 3: Create Senses Book

Writing – A Senses Book
Materials: paper, pencil, crayons, magazines
Give each child six sheets of paper with the following headings
· Touch-We use our hands to touch.  Draw something you touch at the beach.

· Smell-We use our nose to smell.  Draw something you find in the garden.
· Taste-We use our mouths to taste.  Draw your favorite thing to eat.

· Hear-We use our ears to hear.  Draw something you hear at a parade, carnival, sporting event, zoo (note to teacher- be sensitive to students’ experiences)
· See-We use our eyes to see.  Look in the mirror. Draw what you see in the mirror.
Day 4: Arts & Craft Activity
1. Art – Sound Shakers
Materials: paper plates, staplers, kidney beans, pasta, cotton balls, rice, pennies, small paper clips, pebbles, marbles
Invite each child to decorate the backs of two plates and create sound shakers. 
• 

Staple students' sets of plates together, leaving a 2-inch opening for inserting small items. 

• 

Offer kidney beans, pennies, paper clips, or other items for children to insert between their plates. 

• 

Staple students' plates shut. Then encourage them to test their sound shakers. 

• 

Guide students to compare the sounds different items make in the shakers. Encourage students to identify which items make the loudest, softest, highest, and lowest sounds. 

2. Have students complete hearing worksheet
Day 5: Review

· Work with students to complete their worksheet if it’s not complete.
· Cumulative Activity/Class discussion

· Teacher will instruct students close their eyes as she/he pops popcorn.
· Ask some students to share what they hear, smell
· She/he will then pass out the popcorn to students

·  She/he will continue discussion having students describe what the see, feel, and taste 
· Review the 5 senses and its importance 
· Have students complete senses sort worksheet as evaluation

Home Connection

Sensory Texture Painting 

Materials: Tempera paint in a variety of colors, sand, coffee grounds, spices, crumbled natural items, epson salt, baking soda, liquid starch, salt, corn meal, etc. 
Description: Offer painting experiences with paint to which one of the above  
ingredients has been added. Encourage children to use words to describe what  
they see, feel, and smell. 

Sense of Sound 

Whistle Game 
 Materials: One whistle 

Description: During circle time, teachers give one child a whistle and have them go and hide.  When the child is hidden, instruct the child to start blowing the whistle.  The other children are then to follow the sound of the whistle to find the child.  The child who finds the hidden child is next to get to hide. 
Language Activity:  A Listening Game 
You will need:  Adult and children's voices and the sound in your environment. 

During a few days before playing the game, point out and describe sounds as they occur.  You might say, "Wow, (child's name), your car makes a loud, roaring sound when you move it".  Or "(child's name), can you hear the wind blowing?  Come put your ear close to the window.  It's a very soft sound."  "That sound is so loud, I can't hear the music. Oh, listen it's a jackhammer, fire engine etc." 
Students and teachers take a "listening walk" together.  If the weather is mild, take a walk outdoors.  If not, stroll around indoors.  To help focus children's attention on sounds before your walk, ask a few open ended questions such as, "What kinds of sounds do you think we will hear on our walk?"  "How can we make sure we hear on our walk?"  How can we make sure we hear everything?  Where should we go to hear lots of sounds?"  As you walk, encourage children to tell you about the sounds they hear.  Help them use descriptive words such as loud, soft, banging, roaring, ringing, etc. 
After the walk, sit together and talk about the sounds you heard.  Invite children to try to re-create the sounds using only their voices.  Provide helpful clues such as, "Yes, (child's name), that sounds like the bird we heard but I think the bird made a softer sound."  Or, 
"(child's name), that does sound like water running in the sink."  Continue to re-create sounds.  You might want to record them on a tape recorder to play back and try to identify at another time. 

Remember that listening to, hearing, and re-creating sounds are separate skills.  Children need lots of practice listening and tuning in to sounds before they try to re-create them. 

Extension:  Try singing this Sound Song and substituting the objects and sounds you heard on your walk. 
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Sound Song 
(to the tune of "Did You Ever See A Lassie?") 

Did you ever hear a bell ring, 
A bell ring, a bell ring? 
Did you ever hear a bell ring? 
Ding, dong, ding, dong, ding. 

Did you ever hear the wind blow, 
The wind blow, the wind blow? 
Did you ever hear the wind blow?
