	Anticipatory Set:
1. Present yourself to the students. Share with them your favorite color, food, song, etc. Share with them a picture and details about your life, your pet/s that would be interesting to them.

2. Read “All About Me” book
3.  “Does anyone know the song “Hokey Pokey?” We are going to sing it and safely move around. Let’s begin!


	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT identify 3 out of 5 body parts and its function. 
2. SWBAT identify body parts when called out with 85% accuracy.
3. SWBAT recall events in the read aloud book with 80% accuracy.

	Procedures:

Day 1: Introduction- My Body
· Read aloud provided in your kinder theme kit. 

· Identify parts of the book (front, back, spine, author, illustrator)

· Ask questions regarding the story that will allow students to recall what was read and any parts that stood out for them (characters, settings, etc.) 

· Before singing songs, ask students to touch specific body parts.

· “Touch your…” (Eyes, ears, shoulders, knees, mouth, elbows, etc.)

· Hokey Pokey

· Have students stand and sing the song using body movements. The teacher models and leads throughout the song. 

You put your right foot in 
You put your right foot out

You put your right foot in

And you shake it all about

You do the Hokey Pokey 

And you turn yourself around

That’s what it’s all about

Left foot…

Right/left leg/arm…

Nose…ears…head…
Whole body…
· Head, Shoulders, Knees & Toes
Day 2: Many Parts/One Body (Fine Motor Activity)
· Have students work in small groups. Give them simple objects to assemble (puzzles, cubes, pictures, etc.) directing them to use ALL parts and no part should be left out. Have groups show and explain the assembled objects or pictures.

· Explain that many things have many parts, just like our bodies. Emphasize that each part works together with the other parts. Example, we use our eyes to see our food, our hands to pick it up, our mouths to eat and taste it, our nose to smell it, etc. 
· Color girl/boy body
Day 3: “Teacher Says”
· Play Simon or Teacher Says with students emphasizing their use of body parts and allowing them to demonstrate its functions.

Day 4: Arts & Craft Activity
· Provide materials and a finished puppet for display. Allow students to assemble their boy/girl puppet.

Day 5: Review

· Work with students to complete their All About Me pennant. If it’s not complete, they can finish it at home. 

· Class discussion
· Review the lesson by asking students to name some body parts and its functions. 

· Ask some students to share some things about themselves. You can refer to the All About Me activity. 
· Talk about the book that was read on day one.

4. Muscles- part of the body that helps you move

5. Lungs- part that helps you breathe
