2. Read a book about body parts “PARTS” by Tedd Arnold.
3. Dance to the “Hokey Pokey” putting different parts of the body in and out of the circle.
4. Show a video about body parts. Have students sing along and do the actions.

5. Conclude with a final Book “Head to Toe” and have students do the actions.


	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)

2. SWBAT point to their body parts when asked with 85% accuracy.
3. SWBAT dance to the music while locating their body parts with 80% accuracy.
4. SWBAT recall information from the story and explain what happened with 80% accuracy.

	Procedures:

Day 1: Continue to sing Head shoulders knees and toes
· Students will be called individually to ask where certain body parts are to check for understanding.
Day 2: Read a book and go over the parts of the book. (front, back, spine)

· Introduce the author and the illustrator and explain their roles.
· Talk about the story and list the body parts.
· Have students explain what happened first next and last in the story.
· Share their ideas on what they think will happen and if they think it’s true to have their parts fall out.
Day 3: BODY PARTS SONG and movement

· Students will sing along and follow the movements while locating their body parts.

· Body parts worksheet. Continue for homework if not finished.
Day 4: Arts & Craft Activity
· Provide materials and a finished worksheet on body parts. Go over how to wash their hands the right way after doing the HAND painting activity.
Day 5: Review

· Work with students to complete their worksheet If it’s not complete, they can finish it at home. 

· Class discussion
· Review the lesson by reading/singing a book “HEAD TO TOE” by Eric Carle. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=aDOBp9C2FmI 

· Ask some students to share what they think is the most important part of their body and why.
· Talk about the book “Parts” by Tedd Arnold and discuss the possibilities of it being fiction (make believe) or nonfiction.(real)
