	Procedures:

Day 1: Happy and You Know It
· Students will sing and dance movements to this song.

· If You’re Happy & You Know It: VINCI Preview  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Dw45CQewCLY 

Day 2: Read a book and go over the parts of the book. (front, back, spine) 

After listening to Learn Emotions! Video on youtube. 
· Learn Emotions! https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=zEk48QQSPo4
· Students will play a game of charades:  Teacher will prepare cards with different emotions.  In a large circle with the whole class, random students will act out an emotion and the rest of the class guess what that emotion is. 

Day 3: Feelings 
· Teacher will ask students to give examples of feelings and he/she will list them on the board.
· Teacher will go over “Pleasant Feelings” & “Unpleasant Feelings”.

· Pleasant Feelings – happy, alive, good, love, positive, strong, interested

· Unpleasant Feelings – angry, depressed, confused, helpless, afraid, hurt, sad, sick
· Explain to students that it’s okay to talk about their feelings, whether it’s good or bad.

Day 4: Arts & Craft Activity
· Provide materials:  Markers, crayons, pencils, drawing paper. 
· Have students draw 5 things that makes them happy on one side of the paper and 5 things that makes them sad on the other side.

Day 5: Review

· Work with students to complete their worksheet if it’s not complete.
· Class discussion

· Review the lesson by reading/singing a book “Learn Emotions!” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=zEk48QQSPo4 & If You’re Happy & You Know It  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Dw45CQewCLY
· Ask some students to share what they think is the most important about expressing feelings.
· Talk about the book “Parts”

1. Emotions – how you feel.
2. Author- person who writes the words in the book.
3. Illustrator- person who draws the pictures in the book.

4. Parts- one part of a whole object/shape.
