· What is a habitat?

· What kind of habitat did we just watch on the video?

· What kind of insect lives there?

· What other types of habitats are there?
· What kinds of animals live in those habitats?

Day 2: Desert/Farm
· Define desert/farm and ask students to verbally list the types of animals we may find in the desert/farm.
· Class Activity: Habitat Flip Book
Day 3: Ocean/Jungle
· Define ocean/jungle and ask students to verbally list the types of animals we may find on a ocean/jungle. 
· Independent worksheet: Matching
Day 4: What Makes A Home?
· List the important things that make up a home

· Water, food, shelter, space
· Why are these things important for animals? Are they important for us too?

· How can me help keep these habitats clean for the animals that live there and for us?
