Length of Lesson: 5 days

	Anticipatory Set:
- Questions: 5 minutes

1. What season are we experiencing? 

2. How does the weather look like outside?
3. What types of clothing do we use during this season?  
- Read-A-Loud: Read “The Grasshopper and the Ants” pg. 84

	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT discuss what type of season we are experiencing with 100% accuracy. 

2. Using a worksheet, SWBAT to correctly circle the corresponding weather picture to a read aloud weather description 90% accuracy. 
3. SWBAT match the correct picture to the correct season label.
4. SWBAT explain the role of an author and illustrator using a teacher checklist with 100% accuracy. 

	Materials and Resources:

	Procedures:
Day 1: 
1. Whole group discussion: 10 minutes

· Ask students to recall the different places in the story and the different characters. 
· Guiding Questions:
· What is the season at the beginning of the story? 

· Summer

· What season comes after summer? 

· Fall/Autumn

· What is the season at the end of the story?

· Winter

· What changes happen to the weather from autumn to winter?

2. Small group activity: 20 minutes. 

· Assign each group to illustrate a certain seasonal part of the story. 
· Allow students to talk about their groups drawing within the context of the story. 
Day 2: 
1. Whole Class Instruction: What’s the Weather like? (Pg. 16-19)
· Explains to students that they will be listening to a pretend pen pal who will be sending letters about the weather and seasons where she lives. 
· Have students look out the window and describe the weather.

· As each short letter is read display the corresponding picture. 

Day 3:

1. Arts and Crafts: 30 minutes

· Students will work on constructing their diorama.

· Pass out the required materials and assist as needed.

· Have a sample diorama displayed for the students to see a completed project.

Day 4: 

1. Cloud Observation
· Cover a designated window with saran wrap and explain to students that clouds are always moving. Allow students to trace the clouds with a red marker, a blue marker in the afternoon, and a green one prior to dismissal.
· Discuss with students what they observed. 

2. Meteorologists at work

· Show students a clip of a weather report.

· Show students the weather report clip on Cloudy with a chance of meatballs. 

· Discuss that people often watch weather reports to know how the weather will be like for the day or week. People watch weather reports to determine what they will wear. 

· Have students do impromptu weather reporting. 

Day 5: 

1. Paper and pencil Assessment: 30 minutes or more. 
· Read aloud the riddles (pg. 75, pg. 143) and allow each student to circle the picture that best represents the described season. 
· Have each student complete the season cyclical worksheet (pg. 147).
· Review answers as a whole class and discuss how we got about answering the way we did.
