Day 2 Read a poem on brushing teeth.
Day 3 Show candy and ask students what candy does to your teeth.  Ask students what is cavities?

1. Tell the importance of brushing and flossing with 95% accuracy.  

2. Model how to brush and floss their teeth with 100% accuracy.

	Procedures:

Day 1: Video (10 -20 minutes) 
· Teacher will show a video about dental hygiene and the examples of what happens when you don’t take care of your teeth. (Borrow DVD from the Nurse)
· Crawford the Cat – Brushing Teeth http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=T4dodJ6gMTU
· Teacher will ask students… why do you need your teeth? , why should you take care of your teeth? , what will happen if you lose all your teeth?
Day 2: Poem (30 minutes)
· Teacher will read a Poem about having healthy teeth.
· Students will learn, memorize and recite the poem.
· Students will create a poem together as a class about health teeth.
Day 3: 3D Model Mini Marshmallow Teeth (30 minutes)           
· Teacher will show a 3D model example of mini marshmallow teeth/mouth
· Students will create their own 3D model of a mini marshmallow teeth/mouth.
Day 4: Brush That Stain Out – Hardboiled Egg Activity (30 minutes)
· Teacher will demonstrate how to brush your teeth / have the nurse guess speak and demonstrate how to properly brush your teeth.
· Students will each be given a stained hardboiled egg to brush with toothpaste.
· Students will demonstrate the circular motions of how do properly brush your teeth.
Day 5: Review & Assessment (30 minutes) 
· Using their toothbrush, students will demonstrate how to brush and floss their teeth properly.
· Or demonstrate using a large model of a mouth.
