1. What is weather? What does it mean? 
2. How does the weather look like outside?
3. What types of clothing do we use during rainy weather? (sunny, cold)

	Lesson Objectives (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT distinguish the type of weather they are experiencing 100% accuracy. 

2. Using a worksheet, SWBAT to correctly connect corresponding pictures with the associated weather with 90% accuracy. 
3. SWBAT analyze a picture graph that illustrates how the weather was like for the week with 95% accuracy.

	Procedures
Day 1                     Class Discussion: Introduction to Weather
· How’s the Weather? (video clip)
· Talk with students about the types of weather they saw on the video clip
· Sunny, rainy, cloudy, windy, snowy

· Allow the students to describe how the weather would feel like if they were to experience it. (cold, hot, wet)
· What kinds of clothing would be appropriate to wear in each type of weather?
· How does the weather look like today?

· Weather Graphing

· Explain to students that they will monitor the weather this week and graph it.

· Explain the pictures associated with each type of weather.

· Allow students to color in a box each day that illustrates the type of weather we are experiencing. 
Day 2                                   Dressing for Weather
· Have students recall the types of weather they saw on the video clip and have them reiterate the appropriate clothing for each type of weather. 

· Pass out handout and discuss the pictures before they do independent work.

Day 3                     Role Playing: Meteorologists at work

· Show students a clip of a weather report.

· Discuss that people often watch weather reports to know how the weather will be like for the day or week. People watch weather reports to determine what they will wear. 

· Have students do impromptu weather reporting. 
Day 4                      Arts & Crafts Weather Mobile
· Display the weather mobile and allow students to create their own. 

· Allow students to work in groups to help one another and encourage them to talk amongst themselves about how the weather is like today and what pictures would best represent the weather they are experiencing.  
Day 5                                  Weather Graph

· Present the weather graph that has been filled out for the week. 

· Allow students to determine how the weather was like for most of the week. 

· What types of weather did we not experience?
