	Procedures:

Day 1: Holiday Our Lady of Camarin
Day 2: Introduction to Seasons 30 minutes
· Introduce the season song. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ksGiLaIx39c
· Ask the students if they know how many seasons are there in a year. 

· Using the board or a chart paper, ask the students to use different words to identify each season. Keep the chart paper for the next week.

Day 3: Fall Focus (Arts and Crafts) 30 minutes or more
· Refer to the chart paper and ask the students what words did they use to describe fall season. 

· Using the fall sequence card, describe what happens to the leaves and why. 

· Allow the children to work on their fall mobile and ask why those specific symbols were used. 
Day 4: Winter Focus (Arts and Crafts) 30 minutes or more
· Refer to the chart paper and ask the students what words did they use to describe winter season. 

· Using the winter sequence card, describe what happens to the snowman and why. 

· Allow the children to work on their winter mobile and ask why those specific symbols were used. 

Day 5: Evaluation and Writing 30 minutes or more
· Refer to the chart paper and ask the students what words did they use to describe fall and winter season. 

· Using their notebook, write one or two sentences why they like fall season and then illustrate it. 
· Using their notebook, write one or two sentences why they like winter season and then illustrate it.
