	Anticipatory Set:
- Questions: 5 minutes

1. What are community helpers? 

2. Who are the helpers in our school and community?
3. How do they help us?  
- Read-A-Loud: Read “Places in my Community” by Bobbie Kalman or other community helper books. 7 minutes. 

	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT discuss what happens in their community and identify a variety of places there with 100% accuracy. 

2. Using a worksheet, SWBAT to sort and classify different items, objects, or equipments according to their neighborhood location with 90% accuracy. 
3. SWBAT explain the role of an author and illustrator using a teacher checklist with 100% accuracy. 

	Materials and Resources: 
-White paper

-Pencils, crayons

-Read-A-Loud Book

	Procedures:
Day 1: 
1. Whole group discussion: 10 minutes

· Ask students to recall the different places in the story. Make a list of these on chart paper and invite students to discuss why the community needs each place (e.g., stores to buy food and clothes, hospitals to heal sick people, fire stations to put out fires, etc.).
· Prompt students to list neighborhood places not included in the story. 

2. Small group activity: 20 minutes. 

· Ask the students to select their favorite community helper from the list and draw it. 

· With the help of the teacher and teaching assistant, the students will write why they chose the community helper. 

Day 2
1. Arts and Crafts: 30 minutes

· Give each student a different community buildings template, scissors, a paper brown bag, newspaper or scrap paper, some crayons and a glue stick.
· Ask students to color and cut out their community building and glue it to the outside of their paper bag. Instruct students to stuff the bags with bunches of paper until the bags stand up without support. Help students fold the tops of their bags before you staple them closed. (Tip: While students are working on their bags, you or your assistant can cut out the community helper figures and mount each one onto poster board).

· When the bags are finished, direct students’ attention to you as you hold up a community helper figure. Have students identify what this community worker (e.g., firefighter, doctor, librarian, etc.) does. Repeat with the other figures.
· Ask students to raise their hands as they identify figures who work in their community building.
· Once all community helpers have been matched to the correct buildings, place the paper bags and figures in a classroom dramatic play or block play center. Add some books about community helpers for students to enjoy!

Day 3: 
1. Collaborative Group: 30 minutes
· Provide each student with a copy of the My Community Sorting Mat and a set of My Community Sorting Cards.
· Have students cut apart the sorting cards. Instruct students to mix up the cards and look at the pictures on them to decide which community building each belongs to.
· Invite students to glue the corresponding picture cards below the community buildings on the mat. Or students can play with a partner and see who can fill up their mat first. 
Day 4: 

1. Video presentation: 30 minutes
· Watch Barney and Friends video, “Lookin’ Round my Neighborhood). 

· List all the community helpers featured in the video and discuss what they do. 

Day 5: 

1. Paper and pencil Assessment: 30 minutes or more. 
· Use the worksheet, “Everyday helpers.”
· Cut, math, and paste materials used by each helpers.
