	Procedures:

Day 1

· Teacher will read a book and explain the parts of a book.

· Students will identify parts of the book. 
· Teacher will have students write or trace their names.
· Students will create their first day of school mini-book.

· Teacher will go over daily routines.

· Rules & Consequences (behavior chart)

· Reward System

· Tour of the classroom (how to properly use stations)

· To use restroom and wash hands properly

· To sit in a chair properly

· To walk in class and line up safely

· To raise your hand when you  have something to say
· Go over expected behavior in the playground and the cafeteria

· Demonstrate how to line up when the whistle is blown in the playground (prior to taking them down for recess)

· Model how to behave and get food in the cafeteria and how to line up quietly and safely after eating

· How to properly clean up at the end of the school day
Day 2

· Teacher will show and tell something about themselves.
· Student will share their “all about me” poster they took home for homework.

· Students will create their second mini book.

· Teacher will briefly go over daily routines and ask students to summarize or demonstrate.

Day 3

· Teacher will go over community helpers at school: teacher, nurse, principal, librarian, school aides, teacher assistants, custodians

· Student will color and create a self-portrait.
Day 4

· Teacher will go over drills: earthquake, fire drill, lockdown

· Teacher will explain a drill and students will identify the drill.
Day 5
· Teacher will tour the students around campus.
