1st Quarter 6th week
Length of Lesson: 5 days

	Anticipatory Set:
- Questions: 5 minutes

1. Ask the children to recall some of the community helpers and ask who can help put out fire? 
- Provide children with a picture of a firefighter and a fire truck. Have the children point out the features that identify as a community helper who helps people keep safe.  
	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT use illustrations to understand key moments in a story and confirm understanding of information read aloud by answering questions about it with 90% accuracy. 

2. SWBAT explain the role of a firefighter with 100% accuracy.  
3. SWBAT answer the fire safety quiz with at least 70%.

	Procedures:
Day 1: 
1. Introduction (Power Point Presentation): 15 minutes

· The teacher will introduce fire safety using a PowerPoint presentation. She will talk about the community helpers, firefighters that help people when there is a fire as well as the tools they use during the process. Also, the teacher will discuss what causes fire and how to prevent it. Lastly, the teacher will talk about safety procedures when fire occurs. 
2. Arts and Crafts: 15 minutes. 

· Students will pick a template and create a fire safety bookmark. 
Day 2
1. Fire Safety Song: 10 minutes

· Have the children listen to the fire safety song. http://dotolearn.com/games/songs/firesafetysong/FireSafetySong_24.mp3
· Discuss the safety steps when there is a fire. 

a. Don’t be scared. 

b. Don’t hide, go outside. 

c. Have a plan (Have two ways to go outside and assign a meeting place). 

d. If it’s smoky get down on your knees, and crawl out quickly. 

e. Never stop and go outside quickly. 

f. Go to your meeting place. Sit and wait for someone to get you. 

2. Practice school drill if there’s a fire: 10 minutes. 
3. Remember the steps Worksheet: 10 minutes.

· Have the students review the step and color the worksheet. 
Day 3: 
1. Background discussion; 5 minutes

· Tell students that fires need fuel and heat to start. Fuel is anything that can burn (paper, cloth, wood, etc.), and heat includes anything that gets hot and flames (matches, hot stoves, space heaters, fireplaces, candles, etc.). Discuss that fires can be both good (campfires, fireplaces, candles, etc.) and bad (home fires, forest fires, etc.).

2. Read-Aloud: 10 minutes

· Hang the Classroom Poster and gather students around. Read the Teacher Story Page and use the questions to aid student comprehension.

3. Classroom Poster: 10 minutes 

· Draw students' attention to the Classroom Poster. Together, find: Sparky® and several of Sparky's toys, 11 items on the poster that are safe and 12 items on the poster that are unsafe.

4. Wrap up: 5 minutes
· Ask students to summarize what they learned about fire.

Day 4: 

1. Role play: 30 minutes. 

· Tell students even a safe home can have a fire. The best way to stay safe during a fire is to have a practice fire drill so that everyone knows what to do if a fire occurs.

· Discuss and demonstrate each of the following fire safety behaviors:                                                                                                      a. Get low and go under the smoke to the nearest way out.                            b. Don't open any doors until you check the door to make sure it is not hot. c. Get out of the home and stay out.                                                                    d. Stop, drop, and roll.                                                                                            e. Meet your family at your Outside Meeting Place.
· Invite students to role-play each of the above behaviors one-by-one. 

Day 5: 

1. Paper and pencil Assessment: 30 minutes or more. 
· Use the fire safety quiz.
