	Lesson Objectives: (Students will be able to…)
1. SWBAT identify money (penny, nickel, dime, quarter, and one dollar bill) with 90% accuracy
2. SWBAT describe characteristics of coins with 100% accuracy.
3. SWBAT explain the difference between a want and a need with 90% accuracy.
4. SWBAT demonstrate how to pay for items correctly in a classroom store 3 out of 4 attempts.

	Procedures:

Day 1: Class Discussion
· Coins Rhyme
· Name the presidents on the penny, nickel, dime, quarter, and one dollar bill

· Point out and identify the buildings and other pictures in the back of the coins and dollar bill

· Independent Worksheet: Money Match
Day 2:  Coin Game

· Have students identify the presidents and pictures on the coins prior to making coin signs
· Allow them to state characteristics of the coins
· When coin signs are done, the teacher will verbally describe specific coins and each student will hold up the correct coin the teacher is describing.
· Example 
· I’m thinking of a coin that is copper, brown, and worth 1 cent
· Hold up the coin that has Abraham Lincoln on it
Day 3: Coin Flip Book
· Have students create Coin Flip Book
Day 4: Coin Value Counting

· Count by 1’s, 5’s, 10’s, 25’s (with teachers help)
· Using the ELMO, work together to complete Money Counting Worksheet
· Independent Worksheet: Money Sort
Day 5: Classroom Store
· Set up five groups of items prior to students coming in (1 cent priced items, 5 cents, 10 cents, 25 cents and a dollar)

· Class Discussion:

· Why do we need money?
· How do we earn money?

· How do we buy things at the store?

· What are some things we need at the store? Want?

· Let’s Go Shopping Worksheet

· Classroom Store Directions

· Pass out play money

· Explain that they are to correctly purchase 2-3 items with their money

· The teacher will be the cashier, have each group or child pay for their items
